Imbruvica is indicated for the treatment of chronic graft-versus-host disease (cGVHD) after failure of one or
more lines of systemic therapy. GVHD, a common complication following allogenic hematopoietic stem cell
transplant (HSCT), occurs in about 50% of HSCT patients. Prednisone is the mainstay of initial therapy but

at least half of patients require at least 2 lines of therapy. Clinical guidelines do not come to a consensus
regarding optimal 2" line therapy but describe a variety of options.
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Mantle Cell Lymphoma, Chronic Lymphocytic Leukemia/Small Lymphocytic
Lymphoma, Waldenstrom’s Macroglobulinemia, Marginal Zone Lymphoma
